Rugby World Cup Legacy  >>> 

In a positive move to combat crime in the 

Auckland region, Auckland Council has 

teamed up with Crimestoppers to help 

ensure the safety of our communities. The 

partnership is a six-month trial, which, if 

successful, will result in a longer-term 

commitment to work together to support 

crime prevention. 

With a proven track record internationally 

and in New Zealand, Crimestoppers 

provides a free and safe forum where 

anyone who is reluctant to talk to the police 

can tell what they know about criminal 

activity without having to identify 

themselves. 

Aucklanders are encouraged to 

anonymously provide information 

via the 24-hour, toll-free number, 
0800 555111, or online at 

www.crimestoppers-nz.org.  

It was established in New Zealand in 2009 

after businessman, and chair of 

Crimestoppers UK, Lord Michael Ashcroft, 

posted a reward for anonymous information 

following the theft of war medals from the 

New Zealand Army Museum.

Auckland Council have 

partnered with 

neighbourhood directory 

Localist and leading Wi-

Fi operator Tomizone, to provide a free high speed wireless 

service across the Auckland region.  

The new free Wi-Fi service is called Auckland Wi-Fi and the 

new service will be free to all users for the duration of the Rugby 

World Cup (2 September 2011 ï 30 October 2011) and free 

access will be offered for up to three 30 minute sessions a day 

per Wi-Fi device. 

The Wi-Fi zone will expand into areas such as Kingsland, the 

entire length of Queen Street, Britomart and Queens Wharf, 

lower Parnell, northern Ponsonby Road, Mt Eden Village, 

Onehunga, key rugby training areas and selected transport 

hubs around Auckland. 

The network will remain in place following Rugby World Cup 

and continue to expand to other parts of Auckland with re-

investment of profits from the service. 
Green signs in public spaces saying ñFree WiFi Hereò will 

indicate where the free Auckland WiFi service is available. Any 

Wi-Fi gadget will pick up the signal within the coverage area.

Wi Fi >>> 

Most major events these days have a number of objectives or outcomes attached the host country hopes to achieve or obtain by the end 

of the event. Some of these objectives are linked to communities and engagement, others to organisational capacity building and then 

there is the infrastructure. Like all regions in NZ Auckland had a number of objectives and outcomes it wished to achieve though the 

hosting of the 2011 Rugby World Cup. Hereôs a few legacy projects that Mt Eden Village will benefit from over time. 

Eden Park >>> 
Having a world class stadium venue on our doorstep will bring some 

attention to Mt Eden Village. Over the tournament weôve noticed a 

shift in how event ticket holders travel to the Park. Using more public 

transport options and arriving early to take in a visit to  the eating and 

dining options available in Mt Eden Village. Added to the venue is 

the opportunity for Eden Park to now host a variety of events from 

sporting, entertainment to corporate functions.    

Called the Outer LINK, this is the easiest way to get around the inner 

suburbs of Auckland. Running from Wellesley St, past the University, 

through Parnell, Newmarket, Epsom, Balmoral, Mt Eden, St Lukes, 

Mt Albert, out to the Meola Rd entrance to MOTAT, though 

Westmere, Herne Bay and then back to Wellesley St. The buses are 

bright amber and operate on a frequent basis, so no timetables are 

required. From $1.80 or $3.40 (conditions apply) maximum cash fare 

the new amber bus links with trains, b.link and other buses and are 

wheelchair and pushchair friendly. 

The amber buses operate Monday to Saturday every 15 minutes 

from 6.30am to 11pm and on Sundays and public holidays every 15 

minutes from 7am to 11pm.
